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 Abstract
Article abstract is a concise text that presents the essence of your research to the reader without them having to read the entire paper. Following a specific structure is beneficial for writing an effective abstract within a limited scope of 200 words. You should begin with an introduction of approximately 30-40 words that clearly states your study's purpose and the fundamental research question it addresses. Next, a methodology section of 40-50 words should briefly explain how you conducted the study, the method you used, and your data source. Afterwards, dedicate 50-60 words to presenting the most important and striking findings from your research. Conclude your abstract with a 40-50 word closing that highlights the main conclusion indicated by these findings and the contribution your work makes to the field. This structure will allow you to provide the reader with a balanced and comprehensive overview.

The article should be edited in IMRAD (introduction, methods, results and discussion) format. IMRAD logic can be defined in the questionnaire: which problem was studied? Answer: Introduction. How was the problem studied? Answer: material-method/ material/methods. What was found? Answer: Results-results. What do they mean? The answer is: discussion. 
The purpose of the introduction is to provide basic information that will allow the reader to understand and evaluate the results of the study in question, without the need to look at previous publications on the subject. The introduction should also give why the study is needed and its rationale. 
In the introduction, it should be important to meet the following elements: (i) first, it should present the nature and scope of the problem investigated with all possible clarity, (ii) it should evaluate the relevant publications to guide the reader, and (iii) it should specify the research method. If necessary, the reasons for choosing that method should also be explained (iv) the main findings of the research should be stated. (v) reveal the main conclusions of the findings.
All text should be arranged in Times New Roman 11 font size, 0 pt space before and 6 pt after, special = none, line spacing = more than one, value = 1.15. Blank lines should not be created with enter in the entire text. In-text citations must be in APA 7 format. You can find detailed information about APA 7 from the examples in the bibliography section
1. CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK 	Comment by Win-10: It should be written in first level capital letters, times new roman 12 pt, bold, justified, no entries, 12 nk space before the title and 12 nk space after. No explanation should be given under the title.
The conceptual framework is  the part where the theoretical background and support of the study are revealed. In the conceptual framework, it should be explained according to which theory/model, on what grounds and with what approach the issue will be handled. Theories, concepts and ideas that support or explain the main idea of the article should be included.

2. LITERATURE RESEARCH 
In this section, information about domestic and foreign sources (from old studies to new studies) obtained as a result of literature review should be given. Preparing the literature abstract in plain text or in a table is left to the author's request. 


3. RESEARCH 
Under this heading, the subject and purpose of the research, its universe and sample, assumptions and method should be explained. 
3.1. Purpose and Importance of the Research 
Although the purpose of the research depends on the well-defined problem statement, it should be given in this section in a clear way to prevent all kinds of misunderstandings. The aim of the research is to answer the questions "what?", "how?" and "why?". Thus, it helps to concretize the problem to be clarified.
The importance of the research is explained by the reasons why this topic was chosen and not another subject. Explains how the collected data can be used to solve a problem.
3.2. Universe and Sample of the Research 
The research universe is the large group from which the research findings are generalized and the research sample sample is selected. A sample is a set that is accepted to represent the universe that is systematically selected from among the units in a certain universe. The universe of the research should be selected in accordance with the purpose of the study. It should be clearly explained which technique was used in the selection of the sample (facilitated, deliberate, quota, snowball, outlier, random, systematic, stratified or clustered) and how the sample size was determined. 
3.3. Method of the Research 
Issues such as which research design was used in the study, sample selection, data collection and analysis method should be stated under this heading. The method of the research should be suitable for the purpose of the study. Then, the research model created to test the research purpose should be explained and the hypotheses should be explained. In addition, the reliability test results of the data obtained as a result of the research and the research findings should be included. 
Equations to be written in the text should be written side by side with the equation command in the "word" program. In-text citations must be in APA 7 format.
3.4. Findings and Discussion
The findings obtained as a result of the research should be included in this section. The findings should be presented systematically and in accordance with the purpose of the research (supported by sufficient and relevant citations, examples, statistics, tables and figures, if any). 
Tables should be cited in the text. While referring to the tables in the text, the tables in Table 1... According to Table 2... Expressions such as should be used in the table below/above... Expressions such as these should not be used. The formal requirements for the table layout are shown in Table-1.  The text in the table is 10 points and can be reduced to 7 points if necessary. Line Spacing: should be set as single, 0 pt first, 0 pt after, no indentation.

The tables in the study will be prepared in the "word" program. In tables, only the first row and the first column when necessary and the numbers that need attention will be bold. The number and frequencies will be centered. A comma will be used as a decimal separator. If the whole part of the decimal numbers is 0 (zero), it will not be left blank and 0 will be written in the whole part. 
Tables must comply with page margins. For this process, the entire table can be selected, right-clicked on the mouse, the autofit option can be selected, and finally the autofit to window option can be used. Border lines (vertical lines) should not be used on the right and left sides of the tables. 
Information about the figures is given in Figure-1. The figure title is located at the top of the figure and serves as a description of the shape. The bibliography should be written below the figure and centered on the page. The figures in the study should be in jpeg format.

Numerical findings should not be repeated. The main results should be briefly explained and their similarities and differences with previous studies should be included. The research
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
